Organizing the Web for scholarly subject access involves the development
of gateways or portals.  These subject gateways or portals add  value
and ultimately integrity to research.  Authoritative knowledge
management insures quality research and findings based on highly
authoritative sources.  Authority control is only one part of designing
systems of quality.  Efficiency of use and design is the foundation for
building subject portals with authority control.  This presentation
looks at the process and structure of portal development for subject
access.  The process involves identifying, evaluating, and cataloging
with metadata standards known as Dublin Core.  The final step in
authority control is the design of a subject classification scheme
appropriate to the form and content of the subject being accessed.  This
paper discusses two factors -- scalability and extensibility -- which
contribute to sustainable Web portal development with authority control
for subject access.
